Dear Parents:

Please find below an explanation of goals and expectations of my class.  The students have read and signed this form; now, I ask you to do the same.

In math, every new concept builds upon older concepts; therefore, it is important for students to work hard to learn all concepts.  I challenge each student to achieve his/her fullest potential throughout the year.  I will give them my best; I expect no less from them.  Students are encouraged to ask questions, as are you.  Please help me make this a successful year for your child.

GOALS:
In addition to standards set by the state of Tennessee and Shelby County Schools, the following are my personal goals:

1. To provide students with a foundation of topics necessary for Geometry, Algebra II, Precalculus, AP Calculus, or other college math course.

2. To provide students with a level of instruction to better prepare them for entry in college math.

3. To develop confidence.

CLASSROOM POLICIES:

1. Be on time and in your seat when the bell rings.

2. Sharpen pencils before the tardy bell rings.

3. Take restroom breaks before and after class.

4. Show admit slips before class begins – have them on my desk.

5. Have all materials daily, including an attempt of all homework problems.

6. All work must be done in pencil.  NO INK ALLOWED!!!
7. Complete all assignments on time (on or before the due date).  LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED AT SUBSTANTIAL PENALTY!!!
8. Be attentive, enthused and prepared to learn during the entire class.

9. Cooperate with and respect teacher and classmates.

10. Be neat: the room is neat when you enter; it should be neat when you leave.

11. Do not disrupt class nor talk without permission.  If you need assistance or have a question, get my attention quietly and wait to be acknowledged before speaking.

12. No personal grooming in class.

13. Wait until dismissed before leaving the classroom.
ABSENCES & MAKE-UP WORK:
1. Every student must have the name and number of two classmates.  When absent, call these people to get assignments, homework & other announcements of upcoming events.

2. Every student is responsible for all assignments whether present or absent from class.  CHECK POWERSCHOOL OFTEN!!!
3. Students planning to be dismissed during class are responsible for informing the teacher at the beginning of class.

4. Make-up work/tests should be arranged and completed following the absence in the allotted time based upon the absence.

5. Students can make up all work for full credit for absences BUT only in accordance with Shelby County Schools policy.

6. Excessive absences and/or tardiness can cause failure.

GRADING PROCEDURE:
Bellwork (50 pts)
Assigned daily; checked daily and at periodic intervals during the nine weeks.

Classwork (20-50 pts)
Assigned throughout a chapter.  Will be turned in before a student leaves a designated class period or by Friday of the week it is issued, no other times.
Homework (10-20 pts)
Assigned daily; checked randomly for completeness

Quizzes (50-100 pts)
Timed.  Announced ahead of time, covering specific sections.

Pop Quizzes (10-15 pts)
Timed.  Unannounced, covering the previous 1-2 days’ notes, objectives, homework, etc.

Tests (100-200 pts)
Timed.  Expect at least 2 per grading period, announced ahead of time.  Students may submit questions/objectives they want tested.  Corrections allowed.

Binder/Folder (100 pts)
Checked randomly for a test grade.  Should contain daily notes, homework, quizzes, tests and handouts in clearly labeled sections, be kept current at all times, even if absent, and have date, daily objective and assignment at the beginning of each assignment.

Projects (100-200 pts)
Randomly assigned to test students’ creative thinking and application of learned skills.

Participation (100 pts)
All students begin with 100 points.  Points will be deducted whenever a student is not present or on task.

DISCIPLINARY REACTIONS:
  School progressive discipline will be followed at all times.
